Each “Level of Achievement” in the Versatility programs require minimum points to be accumulated in the following divisions:

In-Hand Division:  Halter; Model; Showmanship; In-Hand Obstacle (weanling/yearling)

Rail Class Division: English 2 gt.;English 3 gt.; Western 2 gt. and Western 3 gt.

Technical I Division: Water Glass Class; Western Riding; Barrel Racing; Pole Bending; Equitation, Equi Theater

Technical II Division:  Reining; Jumping; Dressage; Driving; Natural Horsemanship and Trail Obstacle.
Point Requirements (Youth points in brackets)
Bronze Versatility Level

In Hand Division: A minimum of 25 [25]

Rail Class Division: A minimum of 245 [100] points.

70 [30] pts in 3 gt. E/W classes

For non-cantering breeds, minimum of 345 [150] points in 2 gait English or Western or combination thereof. 

*Exclusive 3 gt. horses need 245 [100] points in 3 gt. classes

Technical I Division: A minimum of 105 [75] points. Must earn at least 35 [25] points each in 3 of the 6 categories.

Technical II Division: A minimum of 50 [35] points in 2 of the 6 categories.

Silver Versatility Level

In Hand Division:  A minimum of 50 [35] points

Rail Class Division:  a minimum of 525 [210] points. 175 [70] points in 3 gt. E/W Classes

For non-cantering breeds, a minimum of 625 [260] points in 2 gait E/W or a combination thereof. 

*Exclusive 3 gt. horses need 525 [210] points 3 gt. E/W classes.

Technical I Division:  A minimum of 200 [150] points.

Must earn at least 60 [50] points each in 3 of the 6 categories.

Technical II Division:  A minimum of 100 [70] points in 2 of the 6 categories.

Gold Versatility Level

In Hand Division: A minimum of 65 [45] points

Rail Class Division: A minimum of 800 [320] points.

300 [120] points in 3 gt. E/W Classes

For non-cantering breeds, minimum of 900 [370] points in 2 gt E/W or a combination thereof. 

*Exclusive 3 gt horses need 800 [320] points in E/W classes.

Technical I Division: A minimum or 300 [210] points.

Must earn at least 100 [70] points each in 3 of 6 categories.

Technical II Division: A minimum of 150 [105] points in 2 of the 6 categories.

*Exclusive 3 gt. horses are defined as horses that do not cross enter into 2 gt. classes, or show exclusively in either English or Western tack and attire. 

 General Rules - FOSH Versatility & Regional High Point Programs

For complete rules, see the IJA Rule Book.

Versatility Points can be earned at FOSH Sanctioned shows and Open Breed shows.

Points follow the horse.  Regional High Points can ONLY be earned at FOSH sanctioned shows.  

Owner must be a FOSH member by June 1st of 2006 for the FOSH show season January 1st - December 31st of 2006.  For subsequent years, owner must be a FOSH member for the FOSH show season, January 1st - December 31st of that year. 

All points for any program will be declared null and void for the year if a horse is ticketed for any violation of the HPA from any HIO or federal authority, and the ticket is upheld.

Each Show Secretary must verify results and sign the book, including phone number.

Participation at Open Breed shows.  The show must have a licensed judge and meet the FOSH shoeing standard (no pads, chains, action devices at the show - heaviest allowable shoe is  the 1” pleasure shoe).  A copy of the premium list from each open breed show must be appended to the points book when submitted to the Points Chairman.

Accumulation of Points:  In classes of 6 horses or more, points shall be given as follows: 1st place receives 10 points, 2nd place  - 8 points, 3rd - 6 points, 4th - 4  points, 5th - 2 points.  Each horse in the class, which completes the class, but does not receive a 1st through 5th place, will receive 1 participation point. 

In classes of 5 horses or less, points shall be given as follows:  1 horse class: 1st  place - 5 points; 2 horses: 1st - 6 points; 2nd - 4 points; 3 horses; 1st- 7 points; 2nd - 5 points; 3rd - 3 points; 4 horses: 1st- 8 points; 2nd- 6 points; 3rd- 4 points; 4th- 2 points; 5 horses: 1st- 9 points; 2nd- 7 points; 3rd- 5 points; 4th- 3 points; 5th- 1 point.

It is the exhibitor’s/owner’s responsibility to maintain the point book throughout the show season.  Upon completion of the show  season, return the completed points book(s) to the Points Chairman.  The point book is pre-addressed, please place in an appropriate envelope along with the necessary show premiums and affix proper postage.

The FOSH show season runs from January 1 - December 31st of each year.  Submit the book to the Points Chairman postmarked no later than January 15th.  Point books will not be returned, unless requested.   In some instances multiple books may be necessary.  One rider per book.  

In classes designated as “English/Western”, please indicate (i.e. circle, highlight or underscore) the discipline in which the horse was ridden.  Failure to indicate the riding discipline will automatically move any points received in this class to an “English” classification, unless the riding discipline can be otherwise determined.

If the designation between a 2 gt. class and a 3 gt. class can not be determined from the information provided in the point book, it will be assumed that the class is a 2 gt. class.

Points earned at shows where the class titles do not directly correspond to the traditional class title definitions will not count, unless it can be otherwise determined.

Champion and Reserve titles will be awarded annually for each breed represented in the IJA Rule Book.  

Owner must be a FOSH member by June 1st of 2006 for the FOSH show season January 1st - December 31st of 2006.  For subsequent years, owner must be a FOSH member for the FOSH show season, January 1st - December 31st of that year.

The North American Championship show will award triple points. 

The Regional Championship Shows will award double points.  All other shows will award single points. 

High Point Titles are awarded from the region in which the horse resides the majority of the year. 

The FOSH Horse of the Year is awarded to the entry receiving the highest number of total points.
